RIVER FRONT TIMES away somewhat slowly, was rated from inside, roused along the rail on the turn, steadily progressed under a drive and got the
advantage in the waning yards. JONESIN' RAGE was soon clear, gradually angled in, just off the rail on the bend, challenged inside the final furlong, lugged
in some under a right whip with a sixteenth left, steadied briefly, finished under a hand ride and was easily second best. CHARLIE HALO pressed JONESIN'
RAGE from outside, stayed wide on the turn, in path five at the top of the stretch then gradually wore down. NEW BLANE crowded at the start, was without
speed between rivals, three wide into the turn, angled out at the quarter pole, seven wide into the lane and passed tired ones. SALISBURY STAKE
forwardly placed just off the rail, failed to keep up on the turn, moved out some midstretch and gradually wore down. LIL MOUND OF SOUND broke inward,
was an early factor between horses, faded four wide on the bend, fanned out to path six for the stretch run and had little left. ALL PUFFED UP swiped the
gate as he left it, advanced from outside, backed up four wide on the turn, continued to fade between horses in the lane and drifted out late.
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
